MINUTES:  The minutes for June, 2022 were presented to the Board Members.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by Peter Burk and Guy Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.  

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer Glen Bentz submitted the treasurer’s report for June, 2022 to the Board Members.  A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Peter Burk and Guy Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.

CORRESPONDENCE:  None.

FIRE CHIEF REPORT:  Fire Chief Jim Nolan submitted his report verbally.  Captain Davis completed the project to replace all the nozzles on the apparatus with the same manufacturer.

Lt. Rodrigues posted engine 54 for sale with Brindlee Mountain.  There is already interest in the apparatus.

Jolene Bauckman started as the Administrative Assistant on July 7, 2022.

She is working with the staff and will work with the Treasurer in the next few weeks.
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Members of the Department were in the Fourth of July parade in Town and worked at the Town Green on the execration demonstration.

The intercom system now works on the phones, notifying staff of a visitor.  They can unlock the doors from their offices.

The Chief is dealing with Physician One for yearly physicals.  We have used Johnson Memorial Hospital but their hours are not convenient for the volunteers.

We will be sending Tyler Prajzner and Derek Jasiulevicius to Firefighting I class in the fall.  Our junior member, Lila Smyth was able to enroll in the week-long Introduction to Fire Service class at Connecticut Fire Academy.  

FIRE MARSHAL REPORT:  The Deputy Chief read the report and it was placed on file.  We had 82 incidents and 1 plan review.  There was no training for the month.  The plan review was for USA Hauling at 555 Taylor Road.  

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES: Commissioner Beck spoke with Hazardville Commissioner Mark Zarcaro regarding the attorney letter on the scope of their work for the departments.  Neither department has heard from our attorneys.  They agreed that the full-time staff should start to review the Standard Operating Procedures manuals for any changes necessary for the consolidation.

On the Building progress, the floor contractor believes that the bay floor maybe able to be grinded down and not replaced, but they have to come back to double check their measurements.  We are waiting for the air conditioner company to fix the unit in the Deputy Chief’s office.  We are either waiting for repairmen or parts, or both.

OLD BUSINESS:  Smith Brothers sent the name of an appraiser and President Burk will contact them.

Deputy Chief Prajzner will be sending new insurance values on the apparatus to Smith Brothers.

NEW BUSINESS:  The property tax bill was received for the tower and was forwarded to Site Acquisions.
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BILLS:  The Board members reviewed the bills.  A motion was made by Peter G. Burk to pay the bills as submitted and Guy Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Guy Beck and Peter Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:25 p.m.
