The regular meeting of the Shaker Pines Fire District was held on Tuesday, May 7, 2024 at the fire station.

Those present were President Peter G. Burk, Vice President Guy Beck, Clerk Margaret Guyette, Commissioner Peter Burk, Treasurer Scott Wyllie, Fire Chief Jim Nolan, and Administrative Assistant Jolene Bauckman.  

President Burk called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.  

MINUTES: The minutes for April 2024 were presented to the Board Members. A motion to accept the minutes was made by Vice President Beck and President Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.  

TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer Scott Wyllie submitted the treasurer’s report for April 2024 to the Board Members. A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Commissioner Burk and Vice President Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.

CORRESPONDENCE: We received no correspondence.
FIRE CHIEF REPORT: Fire Chief Jim Nolan submitted his report verbally. 
Firefighter/EMT Kober will be on military leave from mid-August until mid-September.
Lieutenant Tom McGuire passed Fire Officer II.

Avery Construction has started repairing hydrants in the district.

FIRE MARSHAL REPORT: The Chief read the report for April 2024 and it was placed on file. We had 63 incidents, 2 plan reviews and 1 inspection. The plan reviews were at 138 North Maple Street and 215 Moody Road, and the inspection was at Camerota Truck Parts. The monthly fire drill was completed at LEGO Creative Child Care. Chief Nolan completed 11 hours of training, and Captain Amanda Mele completed 3 hours of training.
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES: Vice President Beck gave a report about consolidation. All five of Enfield’s fire districts had representatives present for the April 18, 2024 meeting, which was held at the Hazardville station. Enfield, Thompsonville and North Thompsonville districts are enthusiastic to join consolidation efforts. Each district will be represented in the process by one commissioner and one member of the department who will have voting privileges. For Shaker Pines, Deputy Chief Prajzner and Vice President Beck have agreed to be representatives. There are ongoing discussions about hiring an impartial person to oversee the process and another person who will be responsible for public communications. The next meeting will be held on Thursday, May 9, 2024 at 6:30 PM at the Shaker Pines station.
OLD BUSINESS: We have received draft reports from the auditors. Administrative Assistant Bauckman will forward the reports to the commissioners for approval.
NEW BUSINESS: Chief Nolan received a quote for $3,700 for a tempered glass top for the conference room table. President Burk made a motion to spend not more than $3,900 and accept the quote. Commissioner Burk made a second to the motion and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion passed.
BILLS: The Board members reviewed the bills. A motion was made by Commissioner Burk to pay the bills as submitted and Vice President Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Vice President Beck and President Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 8:19 PM.
