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SHAKER PINES FIRE DISTRICT # 5
The regular meeting of the Shaker Pines Fire District was held on Tuesday August 9, 2022 at the fire station.

Those present were President Peter G. Burk, Vice President Guy Beck,

Clerk Margaret Guyette, Commissioner Peter Burk, Commissioner Scott Beiler, Treasurer Glen Bentz, and Fire Chief Jim Nolan, Deputy Chief Ed Prajzner and Jolene Bauckman.  

President Burk called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.  

MINUTES:  The minutes for July, 2022 were presented to the Board Members.  A motion to accept the minutes was made by Peter Burk and Guy Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.  

TREASURER’S REPORT:  Treasurer Glen Bentz submitted the treasurer’s report for July, 2022 to the Board Members.  A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Guy Beck and Peter Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.

CORRESPONDENCE:  None.

FIRE CHIEF REPORT:  Fire Chief Jim Nolan submitted his report verbally.  The Enfield Police held a National Night Out at the town green and invited the fire departments.  Lt. McGuire and members of the department went and handed out recruitment flyers, but we did not get any new members signing up.
Lila Smith completed her Intro to Fire Service week of classes and did an awesome job. Deputy Chief Prajzner, Captain Mele, Lt. McGuire, Firefighter Bertrand, and Probationary Firefighter Tyler Prajzner attended her graduation.  
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We are finally able to have Former Fire Chief Charlie Macsata’s Retirement party on September 10th.

Our members used the UTV to rescue a person in the woods who had broken their leg.  The department had just trained the week before with the UTV in that area of the woods.

FIRE MARSHAL REPORT:  The Chief read the report and it was placed on file.  We had 65 incidents and 54 inspections.  One of the inspections was at 555 Taylor Road and the rest were at Mayfield Place.  There was no plan reviews or training for the department.  

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES: The Consolidation committee had no activity for July.  In the mean time, Commissioner Beck has been reviewing the By-Laws and attempting to draft a common set of By-Laws.  Our employees sent Hazardville our SOP’s but have not received theirs yet.

On the Building, Deputy Chief Prajzner has obtained a quote for the grinding of certain areas of the bay floors for $ 2,000.  He will discuss this with Mr. Maxellon.  After the grinding, the floors will need to be painted and sealed.  The canopies for over the doors are in and will be installed next week.  Training has been done on the heating and cooling systems.  The parking lot lights have been programmed to go off and on at certain times.  Enfield Builders is working on the punch list.

OLD BUSINESS:  We received a special payment from the State of Ct. for reimbursement for Motor Vehicle Taxes of $ 149,844.  The State had notified us several months ago that we would be receiving this.
There has been some interest on the sale of Engine 54 but no offers made.

President Burk spoke with our insurance agent, Peter Stakel, on finding an appraiser for the renovation.  He recommended we speak to a claim handler for an appraiser.  That gentleman suggested that we take the old value of the building and add the renovation expense to determine the new value.  Also, all of the vehicles are now covered under the new values we submitted.

NEW BUSINESS:  Treasurer Bentz has contacted our auditors and they have given him a tentative date in September for the audit to start.
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Checkwriters, our payroll service has quoted a 4-6% increase in our cost.  The Administrative Assistant will discuss this with them.

BILLS:  The Board members reviewed the bills.  A motion was made by Guy Beck to pay the bills as submitted and Peter G. Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Peter Burk and Guy Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken.  It was unanimous and the motion carried.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
