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SHAKER PINES FIRE DISTRICT # 5
The regular meeting of the Shaker Pines Fire District was held on Tuesday, April 9, 2024 at the fire station.

Those present were President Peter G. Burk, Vice President Guy Beck, Clerk Margaret Guyette, Treasurer Glen Bentz, Treasurer Scott Wyllie, Fire Chief Jim Nolan and Administrative Assistant Jolene Bauckman.  

President Burk called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  

MINUTES: The minutes for March 2024 were presented to the Board Members. A motion to accept the minutes was made by Vice President Beck and President Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.  

The minutes for the budget workshop meeting held on April 2, 2024 were presented to the Board Members. A motion to accept the minutes was made by President Burk and Vice President Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.  

TREASURER’S REPORT: Treasurer Glen Bentz submitted the treasurer’s report for March 2024 to the Board Members. A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by President Burk and Vice President Beck made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.

CORRESPONDENCE: We received a letter from Guy Beck submitting his name for the upcoming open commissioner position. Clerk Guyette placed the letter on file.
FIRE CHIEF REPORT: Fire Chief Jim Nolan submitted his report verbally. 
The new air packs have arrived and will be put into service soon. Fit testing is complete, and the accompanying masks are on order.
Firefighter/EMT Logan Lundie successfully completed Firefighter II.

Three internal candidates have submitted resumes for the open A Shift full-time firefighter position. Chief Nolan would be very happy with any of the candidates. Lt. Tom McGuire is leading the interview process as officer of the A Shift. 
FIRE MARSHAL REPORT: The Chief read the report and it was placed on file. We had 90 incidents: 1 plan review and 1 inspection in addition to the monthly fire drill at LEGO Creative Childcare Center. There was 1 structure fire in district. Deputy Chief Prajzner and Captain Mele completed 14 hours of training.
REPORTS OF COMMITTEES: Vice President Beck gave a report from the Consolidation Committee. The previous meeting included representatives from Hazardville, Shaker Pines, Thompsonville and North Thompsonville districts. The meeting was mostly informational while Thompsonville and North Thompsonville consider joining the consolidation effort. Those districts should be able to communicate their intentions at the next meeting which will be held April 18, 2024 at the Hazardville station.
President Burk gave a report about tax collection. After meeting with the Town Council, it was decided that the Town of Enfield would continue to collect fire district taxes for the next year. In the meantime, President Burk will continue to work with other districts on the feasibility of hiring a third-party to collect taxes in the future.

President Burk gave a report from the union contract committee. Negotiations are complete, and the process went smoothly.

OLD BUSINESS: Administrative Assistant Bauckman has been diligently pursuing the very last piece of information needed to complete the audit. Once complete, the audit will satisfy the by-laws requirement for an audit with the new treasurer.
NEW BUSINESS: President Burk made a motion to approve the union contract, and Vice President Beck made a second to the motion. A vote was taken, it was unanimous, and the motion carried. President Burk and Captain Chris Davis both signed the finalized contract, which will be effective July 1, 2024 through June 30, 2028.
BILLS: The Board members reviewed the bills. A motion was made by Vice President Beck to pay the bills as submitted and President Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried.

A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Vice President Beck and President Burk made a second to the motion, and a vote was taken. It was unanimous and the motion carried. The meeting was adjourned at 7:43 PM.
